We are writing on behalf of Roger Hadlee to support his concern that the above proposals will have a
detrimental effect to the setting of The Abbey, Coggeshall a significant Grade | manor house and
former monastery,

The Historic Houses Association represents the interests of 1500 of Britam's historic houses and
gardens that remain n private ownership for the benefit of the nation and future generations. The cost
of maintaining them thereby preserving the heritage they represent and the associated industry they
sustain is huge and met by private individuals. The Abbey, with origins in the 12thC and important
surviving interiors from the 13 10 16" € of 3 medieval monastery is without doubt in the top echelon
of listed buildings and of national significance The Abbey will be threatened by this proposed waste
disposal site both on visual and noise grounds. We understand that the digester and incinerator with
incorporate 8 50m chimney visible in this rural area from a great distance; the pollution from lights
will also result in a permanent visual intrusion even at night If the waste site is to operate 24 hours a
day, seven days a week this will also result in constant noise unacceptable in a green belt.

The importance of the survival of such bmldings considered to be of outstanding architectural and
historic interest, together with their setting is well recognised by govemment Planning Policy
Guidance 15 lays out government policies for the protection of historic buildings, conservation areas
and other elements of the histonic environment. In this case factors that need to be taken into account
will be the need to protect the views from an outstanding building, the views of and approaches to it,

by the proximity of unsympathetic development

Finally government has recognised the need to protect the whole entity of an historic house, its
buildings and setting. The incentive for private owners to spend substantial sums of money and effort
15 in the long term public and national interest. but this can often cease as a result of nearby
development which matenially reduces the enjoyment of occupation. In many situations, when the
amenity of a house has been diminished, a point is reached when the owner is discouraged from
pouring capital into 1ts constant mamtenance in the way that all such buildings require.
