Dear Residents

Rivenhall Airfield Planning Inquiry starts on Tuesday September 29th

The Planning Inquiry into the proposals for a major waste site and incinerator on Rivenhall Airfield will begin at 10am on Tuesday 29th September at The Institute, Bocking End, Braintree.

The Inquiry is expected to last for 3 weeks, sitting from Tuesday to Friday each week. 

The 1st and 2nd weeks are at The Institute, the 3rd week is at the Rivenhall Hotel, Rivenhall End.

We did ask the Planning Inspectorate for a local venue, such as in Silver End (where the 1995 Inquiry was held), but this could not be arranged. 

Despite the first 2 weeks being in Braintree, we hope that as many local residents as possible will want to attend to support the campaign. The plans are for what would be one of the largest waste sites in Europe in open countryside, including an incinerator burning around 1,000 tonnes of wastes a day. There would be over 400 large HGV movements every day in and out of the site.

The four main parties at the Inquiry will be FOR: Essex County Council and Gent Fairhead, the developers; AGAINST: The Local Councils (Braintree District Council plus the six local parish councils) and The Community Group.

You can present your own evidence at the Inquiry – we can provide advice and support on this, but please note that time is short so do get in touch soon if you wish to do this.

At 9am on the 29th September we will be holding a photocall outside the Inquiry venue – all are welcome to show the strength of local feeling against the plans.
